The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in regular session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Monday, May 12, 2014 at 5:00 P.M. with Mayor Carroll Breaux presiding.

Alderman Ronnie Dees opened the meeting with prayer.
 
Alderman Ross Fleming led the Pledge of Allegiance.
MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting held April 14, 2014.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Martha Edens, to authorize the Mayor to enter into a mutual agreement with the Webster Parish School Board for the exchanging of some school/city properties.

MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Martha Edens, to adopt a Resolution authorizing the Mayor to execute an agreement with the Louisiana Department of Transportation and Development (LA DOTD) for improvements at the Springhill Airport for the PAPI System Lights.

MOTION was made by Martha Edens, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to authorize the Mayor to enter into an agreement with KSA Alliance, Inc. for Task Order No. E1293 for the Runway 18/36 Obstruction Survey at the Springhill Airport.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to introduce an ordinance entitled “An Ordinance Amending the City of Springhill, Louisiana Budget for 2013-2014.

MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Dennis Smith, to introduce an ordinance entitled “An Ordinance Adopting an Operating Budget of Revenues and Expenditures for the Fiscal year Beginning July 1, 2014 and Ending June 30, 2015.

MOTION was made by Martha Edens, seconded by Ross Fleming, to authorize the issuance of a beer license for the Swamp Stop Convenience Store.

MOTION CARRIED.

Mayor Breaux announced that there were two airport land lease bids but he asked that the Council not act on this at this time and return the unopened sealed envelopes to the bidders.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to accept the Mayor’s recommendation to not act on this at this time and return the unopened sealed envelopes to the bidders.

A brief discussion followed on this subject with Mayor Breaux explaining the reason for his request that the city was looking at leasing two lots and these particular lots were off the apron and this put them in the grass and and this would require the City or someone to build a taxi lane which would put them on the apron and this would be an added expense and the City is not at that point yet.  Also another thing that came to light is that there is a place on the newest apron expansion for the building of T-Hangars  and as this was discussed at the planning session on Thursday, May 8, 2014 there is not much funding for T-Hangers and in order to get the funding all other obstructions and all other issues have to be taken care of before the FAA or the LA DOTD will even consider financing of T-Hangers.  In order to make it least expensive for those desiring to build a shade port on the lots,  the City is waiting for final approval from the FAA and the LA DOTD allowing the bidders to build a shade port on the T-Hangar spot with the understanding that this will be a temporary status.

Mayor Breaux announced that there were no bids turned in prior to the Council Meeting for the surplus vehicles.


MOTION was made by Martha Edens, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to authorize the Mayor to enter into a contract with the Office of Community Development FY 2013-2014 Louisiana Local Government Assistance Program (LGAP) application in the amount of $29,300.00 for replacing water lines on 2nd Street N. W.

Police Chief Will Lynd recommended to the City Council to hire Frank Evans as a patrolman to replace Gene Hood who resigned.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to pay the bills for April 2014 totaling $71,487.97.

Lee Underwood, Jr., P.E. with BALAR Engineers & Surveyors was present to bring the Mayor and City Council a presentation on the Street Master Plan for the City of Springhill, Louisiana.  Mr. Underwood says this Street Master Plan is an invaluable tool for evaluating the adequacy of the existing street network and for coordinating, prioritizing and budgeting future improvements.  This plan will be spanned out over the next seven years and this will allow for opportunities to obtain grant funding which in turn will reduce the cost of these improvements to the City.

Mayor Breaux said they will take this plan under advisement and may have Mr. Underwood to return at a later date for future discussion.


Mr. Underwood was thanked for his time and presentation regarding the Street Master Plan.


Mayor Breaux announced that the LMA District A Meeting will be held on Tuesday, June 24, 2014 at 6 PM in Minden, Louisiana and asked the Council to be giving this some thought as we would need to be turning in a head count for this district meeting.


Alderman D. Nicole Frazier announced that the Lupus Awareness Month Community Walk will be held on Saturday, May 17, 2014 at 4 PM.
