The low bidder was Terry’s Roofing & Sheet Metal, Inc. for all the city buildings with the exception of the Police Station and the Water Treatment Building, the low bidder for those two buildings was Louisiana Roofing Contractors, Inc.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Adam Harris to accept the bid from Terry’s Roofing & Sheet Metal, Inc. for all the city buildings with the exception of the Police Station and the Water Treatment Building.  The Police Station and the Water Treatment Buildings are to be awarded to Louisiana Roofing Contractors, Inc.
