MINUTES

The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in special call meeting session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Wednesday, May 18, 2016 at 4:00 PM with Mayor Carroll Breaux presiding.

Alderman D. Nicole Frazier opened the meeting with prayer.

Mayor Carroll Breaux led the Pledge of Allegiance.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
Margaret Haskins, Main Street Manager addressed the Mayor and Council regarding Agenda Item (E)  Property located at 110 North Main belonging to Ross Fleming.  Ms. Haskins made several valid points concerning this property in comparison to another property owned by Ronnie Dees which is now occupied by a tenant in a viable business on Main Street.  Ms. Haskins urged the Council to take action against this property and not let it drag on any longer as this has now drug on for over a year with not much progress being made to improve the building.

Electric with the lowest bid price of $388,051.00.

The RFP’s (request for proposals) for the garbage service was held at 2:30 PM on Wednesday, May 18, 2016 with the following results:

1.  Republic Services



$10.66 per unit per mo.

2. Live Oak




$11.90 per unit per mo.

Mayor Breaux made the recommendation to the Council to accept the bid from Republic Services          

and authorize the Mayor to sign the contract with Republic Services.

MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier to accept the Mayor’s 
recommendation to accept the bid from Republic Services for the garbage service and authorize the Mayor to sign the contract.


MOTION CARRIED.

 Mayor Breaux explained to the Council that the City had followed the legal process as required for the cutting of the timber at the Springhill Airport and advertised for bids a few months ago but no bids were turned in.  Since then Mr. Ernest Cook has made contact with the Mayor and has a company that is interested in cutting the timber at the Springhill Airport.  Mayor Breaux asked the Council to authorize him to sign a contract for cutting the timber at the Springhill Airport on a per ton cost to be determined at the time the timber is cut.
MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Adam Harris, to authorize the Mayor to sign a contract for the cutting of the timber at the Springhill Airport.

MOTION CARRIED.

Mayor Breaux had a recommendation from the IBTS Inspector regarding the building located at 110 North Main Street belonging to Ross Fleming.
The recommendation from IBTS was for Mr. Fleming to purchase a roofing permit and have all debris removed from the floor.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Adam Harris, to accept the recommendation from the IBTS Inspector.
Discussion followed with questions being asked by Aldermen Dees and Harris and Alderman Fleming answering.

Mayor Breaux made a recommendation to the Council that some sort of a time frame needed to be put in this motion as this process has been dragging on for quite some time with not much progress being accomplished.
MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees to amend his original motion to have the building clean and free of all debris with no storage left in the building other than construction material  by May 31, 2016 and to have the roofing job completed by the next Council Meeting on Monday, June 13, 2016 adding a day for every day of rain.  Adam Harris seconded the motion.

MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to accept the update to the City’s Building Rules and Regulations.
