MINUTES


The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in regular session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Monday, June 8, 2015 at 5:00 P.M. with Mayor Carroll Breaux presiding.

Mike Dunaway, Public Works Director, opened the meeting with prayer.
 
Ross Fleming, Alderman, led the Pledge of Allegiance.
MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Dennis Smith, to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting held May 11, 2015 and the Special Call Meeting held May 18, 2015.
MOTION CARRIED.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  None.
OLD BUSINESS:  Melvin Ross Fleming gave a progress report to the Mayor and Council 
concerning his property located at 110 North Main Street.  The building is currently being emptied out so that the necessary repairs may be made.

A recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission Board to change the zoning classification of property located at 712 Butler Street from R-1 Residence District to B-2 Highway Business District was presented.  The Planning and Zoning Commission Board met in a public hearing on Tuesday, June 2, 2015 at 4:00 PM to hear this request.  The recommendation from this Board was to allow the zoning request per the City Council’s approval.

MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by Ross Fleming to accept the recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission Board to change the zoning classification change from R-1 Residence District to B-2 Highway Business District.  (A copy of Ordinance #504 is attached hereto and made a part hereof.)


MOTION CARRIED.


A recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission Board to change the zoning classification of property located at 905 Baker Street from R-1 Residence District to R-3 Residence District was presented.  The Planning and Zoning Commission Board met in a public hearing on Tuesday, June 2, 2015, at 4:00 PM to hear this request.  The recommendation from this Board was to allow the zoning request per the City Council’s approval.


MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Adam Harris, to accept the recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission Board to change the zoning classification change from R-1 Residence District to R-3 Residence District.  (A copy of Ordinance #505 is attached hereto and made a part hereof.)

MOTION CARRIED.


An ordinance entitled “An Ordinance supplementing and amending Chapter 102 entitled “Taxation”, Article 2 entitled “Ad Valorem Tax”, Code of Ordinances, City of Springhill, levying taxes of 7.75 mills general alimony tax and 2.25 mills retirement of bonded indebtedness, on all taxable property in the City of Springhill, Louisiana for the year 2015” was introduced by Dennis Smith, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier.


Mayor Breaux recognized the bond attorney Mr. William R. Boles, Jr., from The Boles Law Firm and Mr.  Nnamdi Thompson from Government Consultants who were present to make a recommendation to the Mayor and Council concerning the bids for the purchase of the One Million Eight Hundred Thousand Dollars ($1,800,000) Sales Tax Revenue Bonds, Series 2015.  Bid packets were sent out to various local and national institutions to submit bids for the purchase of the bonds after the last council meeting held on Monday, May 11, 2015.  Bids came back today from three different institutions:  Whitney Bank, Regions, and Chase.  The best rate came from Regions for a period of twenty (20) years at a rate of 2.705.

MOTION was made by Adam Harris, seconded by Dennis Smith, to accept the recommendation as presented.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Adam Harris, to adopt an Ordinance entitled “A Bond Ordinance authorizing the issuance and sale of million eight hundred thousand dollars ($1,800,000) Sales Tax Revenue Bonds, Series 2015, of  the City of Springhill, State of Louisiana, payable solely from a one percent (1%) sales and use tax levied by the City and authorized at an election held on November 16, 1991; prescribing the form, fixing the details and providing for the payment of principal and interest on such bonds and for the rights of the registered owners thereof; and providing for other matters related thereto”.  (A copy of Ordinance #501 is attached hereto and made a part hereof.)

MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Adam Harris, to adopt an Ordinance entitled “International Property Maintenance Code”.  (A copy of Ordinance #502 is attached hereto and made a part hereof.)

Mayor Breaux presented a cooperative endeavor agreement with the Webster Parish School Board for the employment of a school resource officer.


MOTION was made by Adam Harris, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to authorize the Mayor to enter into a cooperative endeavor with the Webster Parish School Board for the employment of a school resource officer.


MOTION CARRIED.


MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Dennis Smith, to authorize the Mayor to sign an engagement letter with the Certified Public Accounting Firm of Heard, McElroy, & Vestal LLC for the Audit FYE June 30, 2016.

MOTION CARRIED.


A Resolution for Audit Engagements entitled “A Resolution Approving and Adopting a Louisiana Compliance Questionnaire as to the City of Springhill, Louisiana 71075” FYE June 30, 2016 was presented.


MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Adam Harris, to adopt said Resolution.


MOTION CARRIED.


A cooperative endeavor agreement was presented by Mayor Breaux for the employment of summer youth between the City of Springhill and Springhill Country Club.


MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by Ross Fleming, to authorize the Mayor to enter into a cooperative endeavor agreement with Springhill Country Club for the employment of summer youth.


MOTION CARRIED.


MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to select the Springhill Press and News Journal as the official journal for the City of Springhill for a term of one year beginning July 1, 2015 and ending June 30, 2016.

MOTION CARRIED.


Eastside Recreation Director Ophelia Carroll and Westside Recreation Director Wilbert Flanigan presented a list of 2015 summer recreation workers to the Mayor and Council.

MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by Adam Harris, to accept the recommendations of  the Eastside and Westside Recreation Directors for the employment of summer youth.


MOTION CARRIED.


 A list of bad debt utility write offs for April 2014 thru April 2015 totaling $14,062.85 was presented.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Adam Harris, to write off the bad debt utility list totaling $14,062.85.


MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Adam Harris, to pay the bills for May 2015, totaling $63,186.36.
MOTION CARRIED.
At this time Mayor Carroll Breaux called for a brief recess of about fifteen (15) minutes so that City Clerk Shelli Malone, and Accountant Kristine Cole from Jamieson, Wise & Martin, could finish with the final adjustments for the amended budget for June 30, 2015 and the new budget for June 30, 2016.

After the brief recess Mayor Breaux called the meeting back into session so that the final two items of city business could be considered.

Nicole Frazier, to adopt a Special Ordinance entitled “A Special Ordinance Supplementing and Amending the Operating Budget of Revenues and Expenditures for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2014 through June 30, 2015”. MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by Ross Fleming, to adopt an Ordinance entitled “An Ordinance Adopting an Operating Budget of Revenues and Expenditures for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2015 and June 30, 2016”.  (A copy of Ordinance #503 is attached hereto and made a part hereof.)
